BRIEF DESCRIPTION OF RI DISTRICT 3150 
Rotary International District 3150 comprises a major geographical part of the South Indian State of Andhra Pradesh. It consists of the twin cities of Hyderabad and Secunderabad which together account for 24 Rotary Clubs; the Telangana region which has 19 Rotary Clubs and the Guntur-Prakasham area which account for 26 Rotary Clubs. Our Rotary District 3150 as of date thus has a total of 69 Rotary Clubs with around 2800 Rotarians.

The city of Hyderabad has emerged as a hub of Information Technology in recent times and many International Companies have their offices in the Hi-tech city area of new Hyderabad. The city of Hyderabad therefore affords our youth large scale employment opportunities  as a spin off of economic liberalisation. 

Notwithstanding the above problems of development persist. Provision of safe drinking water in slum and rural communities, as well as in educational institutions is a priority. Many schools in slum and rural areas need safe drinking water and sanitation facilities as also desks which can be used by children for writing and studying.

Rotarians in our district are actively engaged in executing service projects in these areas.

BRIEF DESCRIPTION OF ROTARY CLUB OF SECUNDERABAD
The city of Secunderabad is the twin of Hyderabad., the capital city of the State of Andhra Pradesh. DG Elect Suresh belongs to the Rotary Club of Secunderabad, which was chartered on 24th of December 1963.

The Rotary Club of Secunderabad is one of the premier Rotary Clubs of Rotary International District 3150. It has a membership of 80 members and truly represents cosmopolitan Hyderabad. The Club is active in meeting the needs of the community through its various service projects.57 members of the club are Paul Harris Fellows and the Club is a leading participant in Rotary Foundation programs.

HYDERABAD – THE CITY

Hyderabad, the capital of Andhra Pradesh is a bustling 400-year-old metropolis with an urb
As the Moghul Empire decayed and began to disintegrate, the viceroy, Asaf Jah I proclaimed himself the Nizam and established independent rule of the Deccan. Hyderabad once again became a major capital city, ruled by successive Nizams of the Asaf Jah I dynasty until the state was merged into the Indian Union in 1948.  In 1798, a subsidiary alliance for military and political cooperation was signed between the Nizam and the British East India Company.

Thereafter, an area north of what is now the Hussain Sagar Lake was established as a cantonment. The area was named Secunderabad after the then Nizam, Sikander Jah. Both Hyderabad and Secunderabad grew together and have now merged. An imaginary line drawn across the Tank Bund is still used to distinguish the two cities. 

The city of Hyderabad is famous for its minarets and its pearl bazaar. Pearls from all over the world are said to come to Hyderabad because the artisans here are skilled in piercing and stringing pearls without damaging them. The city's gypsy tribes called ÔLambadas' and ÔBanjaras' are known throughout the country for their colourful costumes and Hyderabadi cusine is much sought after.Hyderabad is at an altitude of 536 metres with the mean summer temperature going upto a maximum of 42 degrees Celsius and the minimum average temperature being around 22 degrees. The maximum winter temperature is around 22 with the minimum going down to around 12 degrees. Light woollens a required during early mornings and late evenings.
